QUESTION OF: Measures to Mitigate the Impact of Climate Change and Natural Disasters in Pakistan
MAIN-SUBMITTER: Arab Republic of Egypt
CO-SUBMITTERS: Argentina, South Africa, Spain, USA, France, Kenya, Republic of Korea, ADVISORY PANEL,
Concerned about excessive monsoons from Pakistan harming and flooding plantations or crops, which can potentially erode soil and deteriorate arable land, destroying necessary crops for Pakistani citizens’ livelihoods,
Noting with regret that the Paris Agreement, an agreement to limit global warming to 2 °C, which was signed by 196 countries in 2015, failed to meet the expectation limit,
Acknowledging that Pakistan’s infrastructure and agriculture are being affected by yearly monsoons, resulting in devastating impacts on citizens as well as causing an approximate $40 million loss to Pakistan’s economy in 2022 alone,
Alarmed at the effects that global warming has on Pakistan, causing temperatures to fluctuate at alarming rates, with predicted temperatures in 2040 being around 1.5-2 degrees higher in Celsius and 2.5-3.5 degrees higher in 2060 if global warming continues,
Emphasizing the importance of international cooperation to mitigate the effects of climate change, which can cause unpredictability in monsoons or initiate heat strokes and limit water availability, resulting in major displacement in the Pakistani population,

1. Calls upon Pakistan to implement the following measures to reduce climate change in ways such as but not limited to:
a. reducing the usage of fossil fuels and investing in renewable energy sources by:
i. transitioning to renewable energy such as solar, wind, and hydropower,
ii. implementing water-efficient irrigation systems such as drip and sprinkler systems and planting climate-resistant crops,
b. strengthening resilience against climate-related disasters by the following ways:
i. improve Pakistan’s early warning systems by investing in technology such as sensors and ICT platforms,
ii. training communities in disaster response and recovery to maximize preparedness in upcoming catastrophes,

iii. distributing safehouses throughout Pakistan on high-level terrain to prepare for any flash floods or weather-related emergencies,
c. establishing a Regional Knowledge Sharing Initiative under the guidance of the UN Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ECSAP) which will:
i. coordinate regular meetings between various Member States to discuss the impacts of climate change and various strategies to combat it,
ii. provide financial support for areas affected by climate-related disasters; Main-Submitted by: The Argentine Republic
2. Urges Pakistan to partner with collaborate with developed countries and NGOs such as the Environmental Defense Fund and the Clean Air Task Force to enhance its
early-warning systems for climate-related disasters by:
a. implementing technological systems such as high-tech sensors and weather stations to diminish the chances of flash floods and monsoons by:
i. installing rain gauges, water depth and discharge gauges, and snow depth sensors, particularly in high-risk places prone to flooding,
ii. implementing sophisticated hydrological modeling to accurately predict water flow,
b. ensuring Pakistani citizens’ safety and quick evacuation by means of awareness through public announcements and technological communication:
i. installing monitors and Automatic Weather Stations (AWS) to publicly alert citizens of approaching disasters in beaches and sea-level areas,
ii. deploying WHO medical personnel to provide medical, humanitarian, and training support to affected areas;

3. Encourages Pakistan to raise awareness about the negative impacts of climate change in ways such as but not limited to:
a. utilizing social media networks and mobile apps to engage larger audiences internationally,
b. collaborating with both local and national media stations to inform the public of the importance of conserving energy and efficient waste management;

4. Requests Pakistan to implement the following measures to improve crop resilience in ways such as but not limited to:
a. encouraging the use of regenerative agriculture, a farming system focused on improving soil health by:

i. reducing till-farming to to prevent the loss of soil structure,
ii. applying cover cropping, an innovative solution which grows crops like grasses, and is eco-friendly,
b. using biofertilizers, substances that enhance plant growth by increasing the availability of nutrients in the soil,
c. using bio-saline agriculture, which uses salt-tolerant crops in saline or arid areas to mitigate climate change;

5. Recommends that Pakistan implement advanced anti-climate-change technology in areas susceptible to severe climate-related damage in ways such as but not limited to:
a. creating and deploying technologies that are directly eco-conscious such as:
i. developing technologies that capture carbon dioxide from industrial sources and directly from the atmosphere,
ii. modernizing electric grids and technology to better manage the flow of renewable energy and improve overall energy efficiency,
b. obtaining funds from organizations such the Green Climate Fund (GCF) to provide financial and humanitarian support;

6. Emphasizing the importance of protecting and respecting Pakistani citizens while addressing the need for combating climate change in ways such as but not limited to:
a. promoting regular conferences with local communities, spiritual and indigenous people to communicate about beliefs, cultural practices, and values relating to the measures used to fight climate change,
b. creating a feedback system for local people for the improvement and consensus taken on fighting climate change:
i. creating local and national stations for continuous and structured feedback,
ii. local in-person campaigns,
c. ensuring that while the practical measures taken to combat climate change will be employed, indigenous peoples will be treated with respect in all aspects,

7. Expresses the need for the Pakistani government to implement water blockage systems, blocking out external rainwater from monsoons, at the same time acquiring resources necessary for survival in flood-prone areas, funded by climate funds promised in the Paris Agreement in cooperation with the Pakistani government and the World Bank:

a. refocusing construction on more flood-prone areas as well as ensuring rainwater does not intrude into necessary drainage pipes by means such as but not limited to:
i. splitting different cities into different regimes depending on each city’s risk of flooding as well as focusing materials to provide stable
infrastructure to areas with higher risks of floods,
ii. using dams and levees as well as city-wide drainage filters so harmful external water is prevented from entering Pakistan’s drainage system, providing clean and fresh water for washing and drinking,
b. acquiring stable housing materials to prevent floods from resulting in major economic losses by means such as but not limited to;
i. deconstructing older buildings and salvaging materials to generate newer and more advanced infrastructure near areas that are more prone to floods,
ii. partnering with other member countries to help support Pakistan’s economy and providing necessary resources such as metal plates or iron posts to support the foundation of Pakistan’s infrastructure,
iii. creating nation-wide campaigns which can help raise funds to help acquire materials needed to provide stable foundations within infrastructure.
