QUESTION OF: Measures to Reduce Greenhouse Gas Emissions to Limit the Impact of Rising Global Temperatures

THE ENVIRONMENT COMMISSION,

Recognizing that the global average surface temperature has risen over 1.1 degrees Celsius since 1880 due to greenhouse gas emission, 

Recognizing that the Earth’s average global temperature has surpassed 2 degrees Celsius about pre-industrial levels, which was the number that United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) tried to avoid,

Bearing in mind the increase in global temperature leads to frequent floods, droughts, and biodiversity loss, which causes loss of property and death of people, such as the flooding in Pakistan in 2022 which killed over 1700 people and caused $40 billion in damages,

Concerned about the rising sea level, climate change, global warming, extreme weather and disaster caused by the emission of the greenhouse gas, such as Antarctica's ice melting, leading to higher sea level,

Bearing in mind that the energy production releases the chemicals ,such as nitrogen oxide and another greenhouse gas which causes serious problems to ecosystems, and damage crops and creates respiratory problems to human beings,

Acknowledging that reducing greenhouse gas emissions requires not only technological innovation but also international collaboration, 

Keeping in mind that actions from all member states are essential to save the planet and future generations,

1. Calls upon member states to cooperate in developing and implementing education on the seriousness of gas emissions and conduct teacher training programs in order to provide effective education about greenhouse gas emissions and its impact of rising global temperatures by:
a. Providing monthly education on it to inspire students’ change in behavior to raise awareness of greenhouse gas emissions and encourage actions supporting it by;
i. Inviting guest speakers from famous organizations, such as NGOs or World Business Council for Sustainable Development (WBCSD), to offer presentations and lectures about Greenhouse Gas Emission,
ii. Collaborating with local community to provide some methods for individuals to teach lessons on carbon dioxide emissions,
iii. Making posters that promotes the prevention of carbon dioxide;
b. Producing and distributing teacher training programs yearly to update information about greenhouse gas emissions and ensure students to acquire new information by;
i. Conducting online programs to share information worldwide,
ii. Making partnerships with international organizations, such as UNEP, in order to provide recent relevant research;

2. Urges the governments of member states to support companies, which are developing and adopting eco-friendly and energy-efficient tools, to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by:
a. Implementing carbon capture technologies in order to lower the emissions of greenhouse gases,
b. Offering financial benefit to companies, such as tax cuts or funding, that adopt renewable energies, such as solar and wind energy,
c. Implementing regulations against companies that are not applying eco-friendly technologies, by;
i. Requiring companies to meet the maximum gas emissions standards for their products,
ii. Imposing additional tax for those who didn’t meet the maximum gas emissions standards;

3. Suggests member states to launch and support local campaigns, which aim at raising awareness of greenhouse gas emissions and promote eco-friendly practice:
a. Implementing campaigns to warn the citizens of the negative effects that greenhouse gas emissions have on environment by;
i. Using social media platforms to share their message with graphs,
ii. Partnering with local TV or radio to promote campaigns which can encourage sustainable behavior change,
iii. Setting up banners for the awareness of citizens to the magnitude of greenhouse gas emissions, promote citizens to take measures and participate in reducing greenhouse gas emissions,
b. Encouraging citizen participation through various events such as volunteer work by,
i. Producing posters, which includes major problems of greenhouse gas emission to promote citizens to participate in events,
ii. Utilizing social network services to promote events to many people,
c. Create the events for Earth Day, which promotes citizens to take part in reducing the greenhouse gas emissions by various events, such as tree-plantings;
d. Encourages all nations to popularize the use of eco-friendly vehicles or public transportation over private vehicles by;
i. Improving public transportation infrastructure, such as upgrading buses to eco-friendly vehicles and implementing dedicated bus lanes, to make it convenient, safe, eco-friendly, and cheap,
ii. Offering citizens who use public transportation, financial benefits, such as discounts, to encourage usage by affording money by operating a fund-raising campaign;

4. Requests member states to invest time and funds in finding alternatives for fossil fuels to reduce the greenhouse gas emissions by:
a. Converting the portion of subsidies used in fossil fuels to renewable energy in ways such as but not limit to;
i. Analyzing data of total subsidies that are invested in fossil fuels and renewable resources,
ii. Initiating collaborations among the government of all nations to monitor the funds used for burning fossil fuels;
b. Investing funds in building more apparatus for generating energy from renewable sources such as photovoltaic modules,
i. Building dams to generate electric energy instead of burning fossil fuels,
ii. Establishing power plants which generates electric energy with renewable resources, we such as wind power and solar panels;
c. Encouraging the government of developed nations and non-governmental organizations such as Oxfam International to cooperate with the developing nations to support them in order to implement renewable energy into their system such as funding, providing wind power or solar power plants, and giving access to electric cars and bicycles;

5. Also urges the governments to accelerate lead times for Carbon Capture, Utilization and Storage (CCUS) projects:
a. Monitoring the leading time of the CCUS projects, make sure that the projects do not take too long time to complete by;
i. Establish a clear permit approval timeline for CCUS projects, facilitate the construction and completion of the projects,
ii. Limit the time of CCUS projects to shorten the time taken for the projects, 
b. Ensuring that the organizations have adequate resources, facilities and sufficient funding to implement the CCUS projects;
i. Organize the funds for the projects by establishing clear plans on how the funds will be used for the projects,
ii. Establish the report system to be ensure of whether the resources and facilities for the CCUS projects are adequately managed,
iii. Organizes a network of pipelines to transport the captured and compressed carbon dioxide from the capture point to the using site;

6. Designating part of known oil fields to be left un-mined in ways by: 
a. Setting off a certain percentage of oil fields inside a singular country’s control based on how dependent the country is on oil,
b. Designating oil fields in neutral territories to be closed off from oil production,
i. Monitoring known oil fields every year in order to keep the field closed from UN by researching the amount of oil left in every place and comparing them with previous amount,
ii. Supervising by initiating agencies to the restricted areas from other countries in order to make it fair.
