QUESTION OF: Measures to Reduce Greenhouse Gas Emissions to Limit the Impact of Rising Global Temperatures

Recalling the rising levels of atmospheric CO₂ since the Industrial Revolution and their devastating impact on global climate,
Recognizing the urgency to ambitiously fight climate change, 
Emphasizing the Paris Agreement as the primary guiding framework for international climate action,
Acknowledging the responsibility of all states to pursue sustainable development and reduce climate risks for current and future generations,
Expressing concern regarding the socio-economic impacts of climate change on vulnerable populations,
Affirming the need for a just transition that collectively supports workers and communities dependent on fossil fuels,
The Environment Commission, 
1. Calls upon the 195 nations, including United Nations (UN) and European Union (EU) parties, to abide by the 2015 Paris Agreement which aims to limit global warming well below 2 degrees Celsius along with decreasing the temperature rise to no more than 1.5º degrees, through means including but not limited to: 
a. encouraging all parties to continue in submitting nationally determined contributions (NDCs) before each deadline and that each country’s self-defined   climate actions become increasingly ambitious by:
i. urging fellow nations to set sector-specific targets in their NDCs which involves an in-depth understanding of each particular area’s challenges and opportunities to ensure that goals be met strongly and provide sustainable outcomes,
ii. recommending parties to utilize the Green House Gas (GHG) protocol to assist their governments, cities, and other organizations as it supplies global standards towards locating which activities cause the most gas emissions along with how to reduce them effectively,
iii. implementing nature-based solutions in NDCs as soon as possible and finance these solutions to further add resilience to growing climate disasters,
b. ensuring that every country under the Paris Agreement takes collective action from the global stocktake, an outline that evaluates where the world is regarding climate goals, and facilitate greater ambition as greatly required in ways such as but not limited to:
i. suggesting reducing methane, a GHG emission, in regulating policies for the oil and gas sector to help lessen the risk of catastrophic events like the loss of summer Arctic Sea ice, 
ii. incorporating carbon markets with high social and environmental integrity to both reduce carbon emissions and support indigenous peoples’ struggles to protect their biodiverse forests;
2. Urges nations to create sustainable transportation across the globe through increasing active transport, micromobility, and public transportation in such ways, but not limited to: 
a. constructing, maintaining, changing, and disposing of transportation infrastructure with sustainable technology to greater reduce GHG emissions from this sector by: 
i. encouraging power buses, taxis, and municipal fleets with renewable-powered charging hubs, 
ii. apply transportation demand management strategies to reduce vehicle miles and GHG emissions through alternate modes of travel, 
b. increasing the usage of public transit by increasing bus and train transportation by: 

i. supporting cities worldwide in leading the way for others to follow by providing funding, 
ii. helping deliver funds for countries to recover well from the COVID-19 pandemic and improve financial access to these jobs;
1. Encourages all nations to implement economic instruments, like carbon pricing mechanisms and emissions trading systems, to promote emission reductions while maintaining sustainable economic growth but not limited to:
a. establishing minimum international carbon price floors according to country income levels by:
i. encouraging the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and World Bank to provide technical and financial assistance for developing countries to meet these standards,
ii. setting a gradual adjustment system that allows lower-income countries to start with lower rates and increase them over time,
iii. creating an international review organization to monitor fairness and prevent countries from underpricing emissions,
b. providing tax incentives and financial support for companies that adopting low-carbon technologies by:
i. offering reduced corporate tax rates for businesses that achieve certified emission reductions,
ii. establishing green innovation funds to support startups that developing clean technology,
c. helping governments and companies work together to invest in energy facilities and renewable energy projects by:
i. holding international workshops for knowledge exchange on clean infrastructure planning,
ii. offering government guarantees or insurance systems for renewable energy projects to reduce financial risks,
iii. creating joint funding platforms that allow both sectors to share investment costs and profits;
2. Encourages all nations to create clear and transparent systems for monitoring and reporting their greenhouse gas emissions and climate action progress in cooperation with the UNFCCC and other relevant international organizations in ways such as:
a. establishing national databases that collect and share verified emission data clearly and openly by:
i. creating public online platforms that show emission progress and updates,
ii. requiring companies to report verified emissions data every year,
b. using digital and satellite tools to make emission tracking more accurate and reliable by:
i. cooperating with technology organizations to monitor emissions in real time,
ii. providing simple training programs that allow all countries to use these systems effectively,
c. holding regular review meetings under United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) to compare national progress and share ideas by:
i. allowing countries to present their reports and receive constructive feedback,
ii. publishing review results to promote transparency and accountability among all nations;
3. Affirms that nations should continue implementing the use of renewable or clean energy such as solar, wind, water by:
a. increasing investment in renewable sources of energy by:
i. financially supporting policies that speed up clean energy deployment,
ii. helping local governments create simple and clear application processes so renewable energy projects can be approved faster,
iii. offering small grants or low-interest loans to communities and small businesses that want to install solar panels, wind turbines, or other clean energy systems,
b. reducing any prominent high-emission energy as aligned with each country’s NCDs and long-term decarbonization plans by:
i. encouraging countries to gradually replace older coal or oil power plants with cleaner and more efficient alternatives,
ii. supporting local research and small pilot projects that test safer, low-emission energy options before they are expanded nationwide,
c. using a mix of simple steps to boost clean energy adoption such as but not limited to: 
i. creating or increasing programs that encourage clean energy adoption,


permitting faster cost incentives for clean energy projects; 
7. Emphasize re-forestation as part of climate action in ways such as but not limited to:
1. starting national tree-planting campaigns with clear targets and reporting by:
1. creating campaigns showing the negative consequences of deforestation, and spreading messages to the public by press and media to act for reforestation,
1. opening statistics and progress of campaigns to the public in hopes that the progress may be supervised and induced,
1. including trees and green spaces in city planning in the forms of parks, gardens, and trees, to increase the overall amount of plants in city infrastructure,
1. protecting existing forests and restoring degraded land by:
1. implementing and enforcing stricter rules for the protection of existing forests, finding new ways to restore degraded land such as implementation of compost and the use of agroforestry; 
8. Supports the need to cut down single-use plastics production and plastic waste due to 99% of fossil fuels though ways including but not limited to:
1. partnering with NGOs, such as the Plastic Pollution Coalition, that combat and raise further awareness over the growing problem by: 
1. spreading greater understanding to both address and understand the key issues with the Global Plastic Laws Database and use the tool as a foundation for further solutions, 
1. recommending businesses, organizations, and other groups to adopt the zero waste goal which involves systematically avoiding the burying or burning of plastic waste,
1. Mitigating plastic pollution in companies, businesses, and other organizations and increasing the usage of zero-carbon materials through ways including but not limited to: 
1. joining the Zero Waste International Alliance (ZIWA) which provides effective business policies and in-depth education to further reduce plastic pollution, 
1. using waste management programs such as recycling and utilizing biodegradable packaging to provide further sustainability.
