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Recognizing over 50 million of people worldwide, spanning every continent and affecting countless communities, are victims of modern slavery and human trafficking,


Concerned about over 70% of victim of human trafficking are forced to labor all day long from dawn to dusk under unsanitary working conditions, often not reserved basic human dignity, which keeps cycles of poverty and exploitation,


Deeply concerned modern slavery have a greater variety of kinds of slavery such as human trafficking, forced labor, child labor, domestic servitude, because of these, it has led to
corruption and crime continuing,


Recognizing the rise of online platforms, human traffickers have more channels for
advertising and eventually exploiting their victims, especially women and young people,


Realizing 46% of trafficking victims are women, 34% are children, and 20% are men and especially 50% of trafficking victims were trafficked into sexual exploitation and 38% for forced labor,


Noting with alarm that human trafficking and exploitation of migrant workers happens in almost every country, for example during FIFA 2022 world cup in Qatar and even in highly developed economies like the United Kingdo, where more than19,000 are estimated to be enslaved,



Recalling the “Palermo Protocol” to prevent human trafficking and protect victims, use the main 3P strategy of “Palermo Protocol” (Prevention, Protection, and Procedure),


1. Encourages to strengthen institutional arrangements for victim protection and rehabilitation:
a) Making a system that can help the victims by continuous management and consultation:
i. The government should make a counseling program that can heal the victims' wounds. The government should make a support center to make it easier for the victims to get help,
ii. In order to resocialize victims, make employment programs and vocational education by using tax,
iii. Creating support funds that provide financial assistance for the victims;
b) Strengthening the administrative and institutional foundation to increase the efficiency of victim management and rehabilitation support:
i. Simplifying the procedure for reporting and rescue victims of human trafficking and enables 24 hours reporting and counseling through emergency calls,
ii. Providing a training program for the local police involving how to know the victim's signs of violence, the victim's psychological state. It will help to prevent secondary damage to victims;
2. Letting know the dangers of kidnapping and slavery to the students for preventing of situations:
a) Educating with the teachers chosen by the government go to school and teach them about the human trafficking:
i. Encouraging the victims to be teachers of education and they can share their experience vividly through victims' interviews,
ii. Creating YouTube videos will gain a lot of popularity and let many people know about the problems: collaboration with many youtubers to make the videos;
b) Making a TV advertisement lets people know about the situation and get donations from the people who watch that video advertisement:
i. Using money from the advertisement to help victims of human trafficking,
ii. Promoting awareness campaigns through social media and public events to encourage more people to participate in preventing human trafficking, developing targeted materials for high-risk industries, utilizing available media platforms for outreach;

3. Suggests developed countries to have creation of an international fund to support developing countries:
a) Establishing the “Global Anti Trafficking Fund” under the UN (United Nations)
for the purpose of:
i. Providing financial and technical aid to developing countries to strengthen their national capacity in combating human trafficking, including law enforcement training, victim protection, and public awareness programs,

ii. Prioritizing support for countries experiencing armed conflicts or high trafficking rates, providing emergency humanitarian aid when necessary, which reduces a kidnapping case;
b) Ensuring that the use of the fund for the victims with these ways:

i. Using the budget for basic protection such as emergency rescue, medical support, psychological counseling, and housing support for victims by cooperating IMF (International Monetary Fund) and IFC (International Finance Corporation),
ii. Using the budget to support victims’ long-term recovery and reintegration through education, vocational training, and employment opportunities;


4. Enforces ‘Mandatory Supply Chain Due Diligence Law’ for modern slavery:
a) Calls upon corporations to increase the frequency and duration of their supply chain transparency reports:
i. Recommends that, instead of submitting supply chain reports on an annual basis as stated in the current policies, companies are required to submit such reports monthly to enhance responsibility,
ii. Recommends that international organizations assist in monitoring and verifying whether companies are submitting their reports;
b) Suggest corporations change the submission of supply chain reports to be mandatory rather than optional for regular status checks:
i. Including a measure that obligates enterprises to reveal their actions to ensure the absence of trafficking and forced labor or child labor within their operation,
ii. Encourages that the submission of supply chain reports be mandatory for all enterprises regardless of their size or industry;

5. Encourages international and non-international organizations such as UNODC (United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime), ILO (The International Labor Organization) to support education and awareness campaigns to prevent victims from human trafficking and modern slavery:
a) Proposing that organizations utilize various online media platforms to raise awareness for the prevention of human trafficking and the protection of victims:
i. Emphasize severity of human trafficking and modern slavery by using online platforms for fact-finding surveys,
ii. Encourages the use of short-form content platform such as Instagram, TikTok, YouTube to share prevention of human trafficking and modern slavery;
b) Managing educational programs and facilities within communities by schools or local governments:
i. Promote educational programs to spread awareness and prevention of human trafficking and modern slavery,
ii. Reinforce reporting systems through clarifying the education for the person

bound in duty to give the notification of human trafficking and supporting facilities where victims can declare safely;

6. Strongly advises the organizations to reinforce and modify law and supporting systems for vulnerable groups, including children, migrants, and foreigners:
a) Calls for the strengthening of policies and support mechanisms for migrants who are at high risk of forced labor:
i. Researching tools for safe migration and decent work, such as legal migration routes, contracts in the workers’ languages, and education by
collaborating with major international organizations and government such as UNODC (United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime),
ii. Supporting funds for migrants who come from other countries by international organizations;
b) Encourages the revision of laws and the promotion of various initiatives to
protect vulnerable children who are at risk of forced labor or human trafficking:
i. Cooperate with policymakers to promote legal policies that properly prevent, prohibits and protect children from slavery,
ii. Set up workshops to afford an opportunity to share children’s insights and help shape policy by national and informal organizations such as the state Department of Children and Families, the Children’s Advocacy Center;

7. Suggests Member States establish a permanent international platform for better solutions to resolve problems by:
a) Setting up official conference for sharing current status of crime rate or progress of solutions that governments of each country are doing:
i. Holding conferences through reports of each countries’ head of
delegation which will mainly focus on what they have done before, and what they can do based on analysis,
ii. Examining the resolutions and action plans through national
organizations or UN for monitoring or giving feedback cooperating with other countries;
b) Submitting annual advancement report to conferences and spreading
announcements to civilians all over the world to praise or give direct feedback for another progress in the future:
i. Sharing the main conference and meetings with the citizens through media like global news including BBC (British Broadcasting
Corporation) or CNN (Cable News Network),
ii. Gaining and analyzing global citizens’ feedback and ideas based on what the conference planned or debated about human trafficking and modern slavery through BBS (bulletin board system);
