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THE SECURITY COUNCIL,
Deeply concerned by the increasing internal displacement of civilians, with more than 29 million Pakistanis displaced by extreme weather and conflict,
Reaffirming Pakistan’s sovereignty and the necessity for non-interference in domestic affairs while encouraging multilateral support and cooperation through peaceful means,
Acknowledging the International Conference on Climate Resilient Pakistan (2023) and the
resulting Resilient Recovery, Rehabilitation, and Reconstruction Framework (4RF) as a key milestone for climate adaptation and reconstruction,
Emphasizing that Pakistan contributes less than 1.67% to global greenhouse gas emissions but continues to face disproportionate impacts of climate disasters,
Noting with appreciation the International Monetary Fund’s 2024 Economic Reform Program and the cooperation of UN agencies and financial institutions to support Pakistan’s economic stabilization,
Recognizing Pakistan’s efforts to strengthen democratic governance, transparency, and anti- corruption mechanisms while ensuring equitable representation of all ethnolinguistic
communities,
Welcoming ongoing regional cooperation between Pakistan and its allies, including China, under the China Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) to promote infrastructure and economic growth

1. Calls upon the United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and relevant agencies to provide technical assistance to Pakistan in strengthening transparency and accountability within public institutions, in such methods but not limited to:
a. encouraging the digitalization of government services, in ways such as:
i. establishing secure governance platforms to reduce potential opportunities for bribery and bureaucratic delays,
ii. creating topic specific online portals for citizens to obtain licenses, permits, and social services without intermediaries,
b. capacity building for anticorruption units by establishing Independent Accountability Commissions (IACs) monitored by the UNDP, in ways such as but not limited to:
i. reviewing all public spending at federal and provincial levels,

ii. publishing quarterly public reports on transparency and corruption mitigation,
iii. engaging civil society representatives in oversight committees,
iv. delivering specialized training programs for investigators and prosecutors on financial crimes and asset recovery;

2. Encouraging the Security Council, through the United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA), to convene a Pakistan Climate Humanitarian Response and Resilience Conference to mobilize an integrated humanitarian to development response with the following terms of reference:
a. asking organizations like WHO (World Health Organization) and UNICEF to set up WASH Program (Water, Sanitation, Hygiene Program) including building facilities such as but not limited to:
i. installation of water pumps and sanitation facilities,
ii. truck supply of clean water and safe hygiene to affected areas and settlement camps,
b. encouraging the OCHA to establish temporary shelter and transitional housing according to standards such as:
i. healthcare access and education continuity,
ii. protection for the vulnerable (women, children, elderly, people with disabilities);

3. Asking Pakistan and India to alleviate tension through Confidence Building Measures (CBM) through means such as:
a. people to people contact fostering understanding and building goodwill between India and Pakistan through events like:
i. music concerts, dance performances, and art exhibition allowing people from both nations to appreciate and celebrate each other’s rich cultural heritage,
ii. educational exchange for students, scholars, and teachers which contribute to building personal connection and nurturing a deeper understanding
between the youth of both nations,
b. military CBM maintaining stability and reducing the risks of unintended escalation between India and Pakistan by enhancing communication and promoting trust through ways such as but not limited to:
i. establishing hotline between military authorities of both countries which enables prompt and effective communication during times of crisis or to address urgent military concerns,

ii. exchanging military visits and conduct joint military exercise which
enhance mutual understanding and promoting cooperation between armed forces of India and Pakistan,
iii. initiating halt to military activities along the Line of Control Operation (LoCo) to create a conductive environment for dialogue;

4. Urging equitable political representation for marginalized communities, including:
a. restoration of Kashmiri refugee legislative seats,
b. proportional parliamentary representation for Balochistan and Gilgit Baltistan,
c. establishment of Provincial Development Councils with oversight of infrastructure and budget allocation, including:
i. conducting transparent resource tracking,
ii. reporting annually to UN observers,
iii. incorporating public consultation mechanisms;

5. Reaffirming the necessity of resolving the Jammu and Kashmir conflict through peaceful means, including elements such as:
a. UN-supervised plebiscite to ensure the Kashmiri population’s right to self- determination, which may include:
i. establishing a clear and mutually agreed-upon timeline for the plebiscite, with input from all relevant stakeholders, including Pakistan, India, and representatives of the Kashmiri people,
ii. deploying international observers to monitor the plebiscite process and ensure its fairness and transparency,
iii. providing adequate resources to ensure the safe and secure participation of all eligible voters, including those in disputed and militarized zones,
b. Encouragement of bilateral dialogue between Pakistan and India with third-party
facilitation, such as the United Nations Military Observer Group (UNMOG), focusing on:
i. organizing regular dialogue sessions with UNMOG acting as a neutral mediator to discuss security concerns, political disputes, and humanitarian issues within the community,
ii. establishing a joint working group under UNMOG to explore long-term solutions, including the demilitarization of certain areas and promotion of shared economic interests between the two countries;

6. Calling for counterterrorism measures targeting extremist and separatist groups, through:
a. demobilization and reintegration programs for former combatants in ways such as but not limited to:

i. facilitating psychological counseling and vocational training for former fighters to ease their reintegration into society
ii. establishing community-based programs that promote social cohesion and reconciliation between former combatants and local populations,
b. creation of community policing initiatives and capacity-building for local law enforcement, such as:
i. providing training to local police forces in modern counterterrorism techniques, human rights, and conflict de-escalation strategies,
ii. encouraging the establishment of local community policing programs to build trust between law enforcement agencies and the local population,
iii. supporting the creation of public awareness campaigns that foster greater community participation in identifying and reporting suspicious activities,
c. establishment regional intelligence-sharing agreements, including ways such as but not limited to:
i. harmonizing legal framework,
ii. developing cross-border databases,
iii. coordinating joint counterterror operations with UN support;

7. Supporting reforms in the healthcare sector, including:
a. allocation of at least 1.67% of GDP to public healthcare,
b. expansion of mental health programs and post disaster trauma support such as:
i. Pakistan Refugee Integration and Livelihood Plan (PRILP),
ii. Providing Housing Planning,
c. implementation of nationwide digital health records for vulnerable populations, including:
i. Biometric patient registration,
ii. Integration of medicine services,
iii. Regular audits of this to ensure transparency and accessibility;

8. Requesting urgent humanitarian assistance for displaced and vulnerable populations, including:
a. expansion of UN coordinated relief operations focusing on flood affected and heat stressed regions,
b. creation of Mobile Health Access Units (MHAUs) for long-term community healthcare,
c. implementation of poverty reduction programs through vocational training and microfinance including:
i. targeting women led households,
ii. supporting post disaster economic recovery,

iii. providing transparent monitoring mechanisms for aid distribution,
d. encouragement of intra-SAARC trade and cooperative water management, including:
i. reduction of trade tariffs on essential goods,
ii. expansion of regional transport connectivity,
iii. joint monitoring of shared natural resources,
e. calls upon international financial institutions to provide targeted economic support, including:
i. IMF and World Bank programs prioritizing resilience, sustainability, and equitable growth,
ii. Investment in infrastructure, energy, and digital development.
