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THE ENVIRONMENT COMMISSION

Reaffirming the need for the responsible management of microplastics in the coastal regions and ecosystems of all countries around the world,
Recognizing that microplastic pollution poses a threat not only to the environment but also to human health, especially for individuals living near coastal regions where fish is a staple in their culture and diet,
Acknowledging that the mitigation of microplastic pollution is a shared global responsibility,
Emphasizing the urgent need to institute regulations on microplastic production in private-sector industries and to invest in research and development (R&D) aimed at alleviating the existing effects of microplastic pollution on coastal communities,
Observing that many individuals lack awareness and access to accurate information regarding microplastic pollution,
1. Calls upon the United Nations to create a Global Recycling Partnership Program (GRPP) to help countries improve how they manage plastic waste and stop it from entering the ocean. This program may include actions such as, but not limited to:
a. Helping developing countries build stronger recycling systems by
  i. Training workers so they know how to collect, sort, and recycle plastic safely without                   harming themselves or the environment
b. Encouraging countries to share ideas and technology about recycling by
 i. Holding online meetings and workshops led by the United Nations Environment Program so experts and leaders can discuss problems and solutions
 ii. Creating partnerships between schools, companies, and governments so they can learn from each other and work together on recycling projects
c. Supporting the creation of international recycling rules that help countries cooperate more easily and reduce plastic pollution around the world;

2. Encourages member states around the world that possesses great amounts of coastal regions to take part in reducing the damage by providing fundings for government research and legislative approaches throughs ways such as but not limited to:
a. Approaches to reduce microplastic pollution through ways as such but not limited to:
    i. Funding for agencies to invest in microplastic prevention
  ii.Providing fundings for research into technology that will be used for prevention of microplastic pollution
b. Adding lessons about ocean protection to schools and youth programs by
 i. Teaching how plastic pollution harms sea animals and how microplastics can affect human health
 ii. Showing simple ways to use less plastic in daily life, such as using reusable bottles, bags, and lunch containers
c. Creating public projects that help people understand pollution by
 i. Displaying videos, posters, and pictures in public places so people can clearly see the effects of plastic pollution
 ii. Organizing beach, river, and park clean-up events where students and community members can work together to remove trash and learn about environmental protection
d.    Publishing articles explaining the current environmental issues and consequences in the world on media such as but not limited to:
     i.         Government-affiliated website homepages,
     ii.         Major online newspaper platforms,

3. Requests all relevant member states such as local communities and to strengthen waste management system in coastal region by:
      a. Funding in modern recycling facilities in costal towns
i.                  Support routine evacuation and upgrading machines to ensure sustainable operation
ii.               Encourage collaboration with non-governmental organizations (NGOs) to finance the establishment of recycling facilities
b. Establish proper plastic waste collection points in local communities
i.                    Provide separate bins for different type of waste
ii.                  Operate with local councils to organize weekly collection and transport to recycling center
iii.               Promote public consciousness campaign to teach residents on how to use waste collection facilities
c. Encourage local shops to reuse plastic to create a new product by:
i.                    Provide tax incentives to promote eco-friendly business
ii.                  Organize contests to share incentives ideas for plastic reuse
iii.               Offer recycled plastics to facilitate the creation of superior new products
iv.                Rewards individual or organization that demonstrates distinguished fulfilled guidelines
d. Implement educational programs to enhance on the development of waste management skills
i.                    Focus on efficient methods of handling and sorting waste
ii.                  Send professional experts to facilitate the workshops
iii.               Provide certificates to encourage personnel participation
iv.                Pair and organize participants into similar proficiency to facilitate effective learning;
 
4. Suggest the implementation of severe regulations on production and use of single-use plastics but not limited to:
a. Expand plastic bag ban to wrap plastic packaging
i.                    Recommend the method of single-use plastics in supermarkets, shops,      etc
ii.                  Establish surveillance camera to give penalties to companies that persist to utilize banned materials
b. Promote alternatives such as biodegrable packaging by:
i.                    Focus on technological innovation to create durable products
ii.                  Partner with schools and local communities to discontribute renewable bags
c. Allow to use single-used plastic only in:
i.                    Medical and sanitary uses
ii.                  Packaging for fragile items during transport
iii.               Packaging for food safety where contamination is potential

d. Establish a system where it cost money to use single-use plastic in convenient stores and supermarkets

e. Implement a system where people can donate their single-use plastic in exchange of money but not limited to:
i.                    Exchange plastic for a small amount of money
ii.               Sets a limit on how much single-used plastic can be traded
f. Eco-labeling to encourage consumers to choose sustainable products
i.                    Include products that is most likely to contribute microplastic pollution
ii.                  Specify labeling criteria
 
5.     Emphasizes that improving marine protected areas could help us from throwing microplastics away in the ocean and developing frameworks to mitigate microplastic pollution on coastal region:
a)     Clean up the coastal areas
i.             Organize beach clean-up to reduce and get rid of plastic waste
ii.           Eliminate fishing nets that can break down into microplastics
b.   Protect sensitive areas by:
i.             Creating a “No fishing” zone where marine creatures live
ii.           Overlook for the protection of coral reefs and avoid from trapping microplastics
c.     Monitor microplastic level
i.             Work with local communities and scientist to figure out the sample of water, sand to identify the microplastic level
ii.           Focus on Marine protected Area (MPA) with enforcing stricter rules in the area with most microplastic pollution
iii.         Utilize technology such as satellite images to find large plastics near the coast
d.    Restrict overfishing
i.             Give a penalty to the people who are overfishing
ii.           Don’t allow to put their fish back to the water after they caught once
iii.         Suspend fishing in the Marine Protect Areas (MPAs)
 

6. Promote establishment of strict guidelines of waste management with the treatment of water waste and suggest to Member States to strengthen the penalties for production along with use of single-used plastics to be able to reduce microplastic pollution in coastal regions:
a.   Propose that money would gathered from fines used to:
i.             Finance clean-up projects in coastal area which is especially polluted by microplastics
ii.           Support research and the development of biodegradable alternatives
iii.         Raise public understanding of citizens based on the detrimental impacts of microplastic pollution
b.     Encourages partnerships with the organization such as Global Plastics Action Partnership (GPAP) and others to ensure:
i.             Provide specialized support to developing countries
ii.           Monitor the progress in reducing microplastic region
iii.         Exchange effective policy frameworks;
iv. 	Partner with schools and local communities to discontribute renewable bags

      c. Use advance filtration and microplastic capture filtration
i.       Give treatments to plant to prevent microplastics from coming into the oceans

      d.     Collaborate between government and non-governmental organizations NGOs to 		develop ideal solutions to remove microplastics

e.     Buy products with minimal packaging

f.    Utilize reusable bags and bottles and donate reusable items;
